HERO 2006/2007

As most of you know, several members of 10362 
Council are actively involved with the non-profit 
organization, HERO (Health and Education Relief 
Organization).  HERO’s goal and mission is to help the 
people of Haiti to improve their lives through the 
construction of medical facilities, schools, and needed 
infrastructure including clean water and waste disposal 
throughout the country.   

During this past year with your support and the support 
of many others, we were able to raise enough money to 
support a full time Executive Director, Ted Waldbart.  
Ted has put in countless hours promoting HERO and 
working with other parishes in the US in planning and 
constructing several projects.   

These projects have included the construction of a 
school on the north coast at Port Margot, the 
construction of a medical clinic in the central plateau city 
of Hinche, and the on-going efforts of the installation of 
water wells in our own twinned parish in Belle Anse on 
the southern coast.  In addition, HERO has several 
planned projects for 2007 including the expansion of the 
Transfiguration School of Notre Dame de Lorette in Belle 
Anse. 

So as we close out another year and begin a new one, 
let us thank the Lord for the many blessings He has 
given each of us, let us always keep in our prayers the 
people of Haiti and other areas of the world that have not 
been blessed with as much as we have.   

Let us always keep in mind that to those much is given, 
much is expected.  Although you may not be called to 
work in Haiti or others areas of the world, there is always 
work to be done right in our own area.  For the Lord 
does not want your ability, He wants your availability. 

May the Lord Bless you this coming year.
