CROSSROADS 
 
My Brothers, I need to speak with you openly 
and honestly. The reason is that I truly believe 
that we are at a crossroads in this Council.  Or 
maybe a better way to describe it is a “fork in 
the road” That proverbial choice.  Those two 
divergent roads so well described by Robert 
Frost”. 

I have spoken to 
some of you about 
this.   

We have come to a 
point, in my 
opinion, when we need to make a serious, 
deliberate, and prayerful decision on just what 
we want this Council of Brothers to be.  We 
have to define ourselves as a Knights of 
Columbus Council in terms of what we want to 
do, but much more importantly, what we 
realistically can and should do.    

Over the last few years we have struggled to 
find Brothers willing to serve as Officers of this 
Council, especially in the higher positions.  
Unfortunately, we have ended up in a situation 
where we have gotten good people to take the 
offices due to their love of the Knights and their 
dedication to the mission; but they are the same 
people who are involved in many other things.  
Therefore, they can’t make meetings, they can’t 
get involved in activities or projects, or they just 
are flat burned out.  

We have struggled to accomplish the many 
things that we want to do.  Moreover, as we all 
know and are no doubt tired of hearing, we have 

struggled to find people to support the programs 
that we try to put on.  I am tired, and I KNOW 
most of you are tired, of trying to get anyone 
beyond the core 20 -30 people to do anything.  
It is frustrating for those who do step up and try 
to lead to get little or no response.  In addition, 
it is frustrating to those of us who constantly 
have to ‘beat the drum’ at meetings or via email 
to get people involved.  All we end up doing is 
making people resentful, angry, and withdrawn 
from the good works we do. Moreover, the fact 
of the matter is that if it were not for the Ladies 
Auxiliary we would have fallen flat on our face 
and failed and many things this past year.  They 
have pulled our butts out of the flames more 
times than any of us want to admit! 

Now, understand that I in no way mean to imply 
anything negative about any Brother of this 
Council.  This is NOT about inactivity.  This is 
NOT about meeting attendance; this is NOT 
about the Brothers of our order.   

This IS about what we think we are, and what 
we can be. 

We are at a fork in the road.  One road says do a 
ton of things, have a bunch of programs, go for 
Star and Double Star Council, have dances, 
parties, events, and efforts.  Be busy, busy, and 
busy. 

The other road says slow down.  Pick the 
number of things that you can do given the 
reality of those who will actually support them.  
If you have 20 people who do the heavy lifting 
then pick the number of things that can 
realistically be done by those 20 people without 
killing them or burning them out. If we only 
want to be a fraternal group who meets every 
month, does some limited charitable works and 
bond as Brothers in Christ over a meal and a 
few drinks – then so be it. 



My point is this.  Neither road is bad.  Neither 
road is wrong.  We just need to pick the right 
one.  We are under great pressure to be a 
GREAT council, big Council, an active 
Council.  BUT, maybe that’s not us given the 
reality of our membership. 

Robert Frosts, in  a really great poem once said: 

TWO roads diverged in a yellow wood,  
And sorry I could not travel both  
And be one traveler, long I stood  
And looked down one as far as I could  
To where it bent in the undergrowth;       
 

Then took the other, as just as fair,  
And having perhaps the better claim,  
Because it was grassy and wanted wear;  
Though as for that the passing there  
Had worn them really about the same,  
 

And both that morning equally lay  
In leaves no step had trodden black.  
Oh, I kept the first for another day!  
Yet knowing how way leads on to way,  
I doubted if I should ever come back. 
 

I shall be telling this with a sigh  
Somewhere ages and ages hence:  
Two roads diverged in a wood, and I—  
I took the one less traveled by,  
And that has made all the difference.

$15,000 to graduating seniors.   

Stephanie was involved in our parish family as a 
Peer Minister, student, softball player, 
Eucharistic Minister, Prep Class Aide, Vacation 

Bible School teacher, retreat facilitator, and 
retreatant.  There wasn’t much asked of her that 
she refused.  She had a passion for her faith and 
a love of Eucharist that surpassed the average 
17-year-old.  
Stephanie’s faith 
became her own 
while in high 
school because 
God became 
more than 
someone her 
parents, priests 
and teachers 
believed in and 
talked about.  
She sought to 
know more 
about Jesus and 
as she learned about Him, He became a tangible 
part of her life.  Stephanie actively invited other 
teens to participate in ChrisTeen retreats and 
classes as a means to become closer to Christ.   

The Stephanie Randall Memorial 
Scholarship is unlike most other scholarships.  
Selection is not based on academic 
performance, involvement in school activities or 
sports, or even financial need.  The selection 
criteria focuses not on accomplishments in the 
usual sense, but rather the means by which teens 
demonstrate living out their faith as youthful, 
growing followers of Christ.  Each year’s 
recipient is that person who, in the opinion of 
the scholarship selection committee, best 
exemplifies the  life that Stephanie lived at 
church, home and the community.  Specific 
criteria include but are not limited to: 

A commitment to live the tenets of the 
Catholic faith on a daily basis. 

·  Reaching out to welcome others into the 
parish and ChrisTeen communities. 

·  Active involvement in ChrisTeen 
activities and events, especially retreats 
and service activities, i.e.,  Giving Tree, 
Living Rosary, and Catholic Youth Day.
